Through the NEA/SAF Regional Touring program, the National Endowment for the Arts and the 
Southern Arts Federation partner to offer nonprofit presenting organizations fee support to 
present artists from outside of their states. Touring support is awarded for theatre, music, opera, 
musical theatre, literary and dance projects that contain both a public performance and an 
educational component.

Presenting organizations from SAF’s nine-state region competed for a total of $371,981 in 
Regional Touring funding.
